What: For the first time, a group of Toronto’s Danforth shooting victims and their families are coming together to hold a news conference to speak about gun violence and the lack of action by governments.

Led by youth, this group of shooting victims and their families have all been directly impacted by the mass shooting on Toronto’s Danforth Avenue July 22, 2018. 
 
Why:  Minister of Border Security and Organized Crime Reduction Bill Blair launched a consultation on a possible federal handgun ban, as mandated by Prime Minister Justin Trudeau. Youth who were shot on The Danforth, their siblings, mothers and fathers who experienced the devastating gun violence just seven months ago want their voices to be heard on the issue.
